Who is Eligible?

	 •	�Priority consideration given to students with  

a weighted cumulative GPA of 3.5 or higher.

have studied a strategic language (such as Arabic, 
Farsi, Russian, Mandarin Chinese, Japanese,  
and Korean) in school or elsewhere.
